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Respect for Elders as a Social Norm
of Modern Karachay Society

ABSTRACT. Respect for and care for older relatives continue to be among the key moral
norms in both traditional pre-state societies of farmers and cattle breeders and in societies
with a centralized state structure. Scholarly interest in moral norms governing attitudes toward
elders across cultures has led to diverse interpretations of filial piety. The aim of this study is
to analyze individual attitudes toward the respect and care for parents in modern Karachay
society, while accounting for respondents’ demographic characteristics. The research employed
the Dual Filial Piety Scale, which assesses two dimensions of filial attitudes: reciprocal and
authoritarian respect for older relatives. The sample consisted of 520 respondents (206 men and
314 women) and was collected in the Republic of Karachay-Cherkessia. The results indicate
that traditional attitudes toward helping and supporting older relatives remain highly significant
in contemporary Karachay society. The majority of participants expressed clear support for
providing assistance and care to elders; however, their views were less categorical regarding
unconditional respect and obedience. This pattern was observed not only among Karachays
